V Londyné zijici ¢esky autor Jan Mladovsky (* 1946) se po Case vraci do Ceského vystavniho
kontextu s projektem, ktery potvrzuje jeho pozici vyznamného umélce, pedagoga a kuratora.
Mladovsky, ktery od roku 1968 tvofi pfevazné v exilu, je mezinarodné ocenovan pro hloubku, s
jakou propojuje vizualni uméni s textem a filozofickymi ivahami o identité a historii. Své bohaté
zkuSenosti ¢erpa mimo jiné z dlouholetého plsobeni na pozici profesora na fadé evropskych
univerzit v Londyné, Cachach, Seville &i Lisabonu, pficemz ¢eskou scénu pfimo
ovlivnil napfiklad v roce 2013 vedenim Ateliéru hostujiciho pedagoga na prazské AVU i
iniciovanim mysSlenky na vybudovani Centra souasného uméni v Tieboni. V ramci aktualni
vystavy umélec predstavuje sérii maleb na hedvabi, kterou doplfiuje o unikatni svételné boxy a
autorska videa. Vystava nazvana Information Situation tak vytvafi spoleCné celek tematizujici
lidské chapani textu v Case. Mladovsky ve své tvorbé zkouma historické vypravéni jako formu
paralelni reality, pfiCemz na platnech rozklada text na jednotliva pismena, ktera nasledné znovu
sklada do vizualné plsobivych sdéleni. Tato umélecka dekonstrukce ziskava v dnesni dobé,
poznamenané rychlym rozvojem velkych jazykovych modell a strojového uceni, zcela novou a
naléhavou relevanci. Prace Jana Mladovského nas tak nuti k hlubokému zamys$leni nad
tim, jak jsou informace v souCasném svété konstruovany a vnimany, a jakou moc ma nad nasim
chapanim svéta realita utvafena algoritmy. Vystava nabizi vzacnou pfileZitost setkat se s dilem
autora, ktery dokaze s intelektualni eleganci i vizualni citlivosti analyzovat mechanismy naseho
vnimani a historické paméti.

The London-based Czech author Jan Mladovsky (* 1946) returns to the Czech exhibition
context after some time with a project that confirms his position as a significant artist, educator and
curator. Mladovsky, who has been working mainly in exile since 1968, is internationally acclaimed
for the depth with which he connects visual art with text and philosophical reflections on identity
and history. He draws his rich experience, among other things, from his long-term work as a
professor at a number of European universities in London, Aachen, Seville and Lisbon, and he
directly influenced the Czech scene, for example in 2013 by leading the Guest Pedagogical Studio
at the Prague Academy of Fine Arts or by initiating the idea of building a Center for Contemporary
Art in Tfrebon. As part of the current exhibition, the artist presents a series of paintings on silk,
which he complements with unique light boxes and authorial videos. The exhibition, entitled
Information Situation, thus creates a whole that thematizes the human understanding of text in
time. In his work, Mladovsky explores historical narrative as a form of parallel reality, breaking
down text into individual letters on canvas, which he then reassembles into visually impressive
messages. This artistic deconstruction gains a completely new and urgent relevance in our time,
marked by the rapid development of large language models and machine learning. Jan
Mladovsky's work thus forces us to reflect deeply on how information is constructed and perceived
in the contemporary world, and the power that algorithmically shaped reality has over our
understanding of the world. The exhibition offers a rare opportunity to encounter the work of an
author who is able to analyze the mechanisms of our perception and historical memory with
intellectual elegance and visual sensitivity.
